School of Business Faculty & Staff �Meet the NNU Challenge Course








Three Business students and Dr. Karen Jones from the School of Business are spending 11 weeks in South Korea at Korea Nazarene University (KNU).   The students are Tarrell Lineman, Joshua Clark, and Michael Blowers.  This experience is the first step in an annual exchange of students from NNU to KNU in the Fall, and KNU to NNU in the Spring.  Students and faculty from KNU are expected to arrive on the NNU campus shortly after the beginning of Spring semester 2008.





Tarrell, Joshua, and Michael began their semester in Nampa studying the Korean language, culture and geography, then flew to Korea on September 11.  Their studies will include Korean conversation, reading and speaking, Taekwondo, and a class in Personal Finance/Stewardship which Dr. Jones will teach. “ We got through Immigration in Busan by 5:00 pm yesterday and our train left at 9:56 pm. So we meandered through part of the city and found a Japanese-type restaurant.  They cooked the meal on a little grill right at our table, complete with potatoes, pork, kimchi (cabbage), onions, octopus (one), and kolb cabbage.  On the side we had coleslaw seasoned with an apple-type taste.  It was delicious.  We all ate a part of the octopus, even Tarrell who didn't dream of doing such a thing. However, she did it on a dare with Mike....ha! And he is the one who ate sushi Monday night. 





Upon their return to KNU, Dr. Jones notes, “It is quiet in Cheonan right now...I guess people are still on the road/train, etc. Many of the stores are closed until tomorrow. Classes resume tomorrow as well, so I have to get ready for Personal Finance class 4-6:30 pm.  Pray for wisdom for me in this class.  The students' English is not what I had expected.  I think the students know the concepts in Korean but they are on a learning curve to understand the same in English. It creates a challenge/ opportunity for me.
