1. Educational Goals for the Course:   
In 1975, the US Government declared that all disabled children have the right to a free education.  The law Congress 

passed also stipulated that students with disabilities must be educated with children who are not handicapped to the 
maximum extent possible.  According to the lawmakers, the general education classroom was the least restrictive 
environment for learning and development to take place for a disabled person.  Teachers who already have students 
with mild to moderate learning disabilities, or who teach (or will be teaching) severely disabled students, will find this 
seven-lesson course helpful.  Each lesson addresses some of the most common concerns that educators have 
about teaching students with disabilities -- concerns about the effectiveness of inclusion, anxiety about not having 
enough time or enough training, fear about the potential disruption to their class, and uncertainty about the most 
effective teaching strategies and assessment measures for disabled students. 

2. Instructional Learning Objectives:       
      (What will participants learn and put into practice as a result of completing this process?) 

          Participants will: 

 Understand what inclusion means, its effectiveness, and what it takes to make it effective. 

 Explore factors that inhibit inclusion, the concerns of administrators, teachers, parents, and other students 
in the class, and how to prepare for teaching disabled students. 

 Learn about different disabilities and specific social and behavioral issues relating to them, consider self-
advocacy and why it is important, and understand what goes into an individual Education Program (IEP). 

 Learn what changes support inclusion in the regular classroom; determine appropriate supplemental aids 
and services related to physical, socio-behavioral, and learning needs; and learn how to maintain an 
ordinary environment in the classroom. 

 Understand ways to adapt curriculum and instruction and promote student participation. 

 Addresses misconceptions about achievement, consider modifications and alternative assessments, 
examine grades and adaptations to grading, learn about the implications of the No Child Left Behind Act 
for disabled students.
