OVERSEAS STUDENT TEACHING IN SOUTH KOREA

CRITERIA FOR APPLYING
The criteria listed below are ones suggested by organizations that have been involved with overseas student teaching placements for a long time.  These criteria will be used to help NNU students and faculty decide who is likely to succeed in such a student teaching setting.

1. The student is generally in the top half (preferably in the top third) in overall planning, teaching, and classroom management ability.

2. The student has the ability to work well with other adults (cooperating teacher, principal, supervisors) in a collegial way and to accept constructive criticism and to grow from it.

3. The student demonstrates a heart for overseas ministry.

4. The student demonstrates the flexibility and adaptability necessary for transitioning successfully to a cross-cultural setting.  He/she will be exposed to different ways of thinking and doing things.  It is imperative that the student display a non-judgmental attitude toward these differences.

5. The student demonstrates the ability to treat all races, colors, genders, ages, political views, philosophies, theologies, and lifestyles with respect.  There are no signs of bigotry, racism, or ethnocentrism.  

6. The student is not domineering.  Many people view Americans as being opinionated and overbearing.  

7. The student is not overly shy or withdrawn.  He/she displays a healthy ability to interact socially in new and unusual situations.  
8. Caution is warranted with students who have had a very sheltered life with little exposure to new or unusual circumstances.  

9. The student has a cum GPA of at least 3.25.
10. The student will have successfully passed state-required tests for certification prior to going overseas.
