OVERSEAS STUDENT TEACHING IN SOUTH KOREA

Preliminary Information Sheet
1. Why student teach overseas?

To develop cross-cultural competencies, live out a passion for overseas ministry, and investigate the possibility of a career in overseas teaching

2. Where and when would one student teach?

After completing the first part of your student teaching in Idaho, you would student teach for approximately 8 weeks at Taejon Christian International School in Daejeon, South Korea.  This opportunity is available only during spring semester.

3. Who can student teach overseas?

Education majors who have their “teaching act” together (top third to top half of class in planning, teaching, classroom management) so cultural adjustments can be your major challenge.  You need to have a cum GPA 0f at least 3.25.  Other criteria are listed on the attached page.
4. When does one apply?

No later than November 1 of year prior to student teaching

5. What are the additional costs?

a. $375 application fee (payable to Interaction International, submitted with final application)

b. Round-trip airline ticket to Pre-Experience Orientation in Indiana in September.  Room and board provided in $375 application fee.
c. VISA
d. Round-trip airline ticket to Seoul, South Korea; bus fare from airport ($25)

e. $200 for extra supervision by cooperating teacher and principal

f. No charge for room and board.  However, you will need to pay for your internet access in the apartment that is provided for you ($40-$60 per month).

6. What is the application process?

a. Email Dr. Blacklock or make appointment to express your interest and receive information.  Pick up an Interest Sheet from Audra Butkus or Dr. Blacklock.  Discuss your plans with your advisor and get his/her approval.  If approved, have your advisor sign your Interest Sheet and turn in to Dr. Blacklock.

b. Dr. Blacklock will contact you for a preliminary interview with Professor Ujiiye and Dr. Blacklock.  Education Department faculty will approve or disapprove your application based on your meeting the criteria and the number of applicants.

c. If approved, complete formal Interaction International application and submit to Dr. Blacklock, along with a check for $375 made out to Interaction International.  (This fee pays for placement costs and your Pre-Experience Orientation in September.)

d. Field experience observations will be conducted to determine your planning, teaching, and classroom management abilities.

e. Attend Pre-Experience Orientation in September in Huntington, Indiana.  Attendance is mandatory.
