Kelly loved math and set a goal in
seventh grade to one day be a Certified Public Accountant.

Kelly enjoyed athletics and was active in baseball and volleyball. During her 7th and 8th
grade years at Woodland Christian School she received special recognition for playing first
base on the school’s baseball team. As a ninth grader she was the recipient of special
awards from the school’s volleyball team. She was also very active in her church youth

group.

Kelly loved the Lord with all her heart and she strived to be the kind of witness that would
reflect His love through acts of kindness and words of encouragement. She was loved by all
who knew her. She had a very caring personality and was one who always saw the best in
others.
